Joseph was born at 497 Gunbarrow Street, St. Austell (per James Trudgeon)

Joseph emigrated from Cornwall to Stonebrook, Pennsylvania in August 1874.  They thought that Albert, the oldest child, was going to be born aboard ship, but he was born after their arrival in Pennsylvania.  After approximately nine months, the family of three returned to Lanchester County of Durham, England, where two sons and two daughters were born (Samuel James, Joseph III, Susan Ruth, and Sarah Jane).  After living at Nettelsworth Colliery for a short period, where daughter, Lilly, was born, the family moved back to America (having been back in England approximately nine years).  Joseph II and Josephiah and their six children arrived back in the U.S.A. (believed to be the port of New York) on either Christmas Eve or Christmas Day, 1881.  The family later commented on the beauty of the entry.  The ship was decorated and lighted especially for Christmas.  They settled in Boyne City, Michigan.   Joseph sent back to England for his second and third wives.  

Joseph had fifteen children:  ten with his first wife and five with his second.  He sent back to England for his second wife.

Joseph was a coal miner by trade.

In 1881, Joseph and Josephia are residing in St Austell, Cornwall, England.  Joseph states that his birthplace is Roche, Cornwall, England and that he is a clay laborer.  Joseph and Josephia have six children in the household, the youngest five have their place of birth as Lanchester, Durham, England (Census Place St Austell, Cornwall, England, Family History Library Film 1341552, Public Records Office Reference   RG11, Piece / Folio   2301 / 21, Page Number   6).

In 1900, Joseph and Rosa resided in Eveline Township, Charlevoix County, Michigan (ED 17, Sheet 5).

Joseph's obituary (recorded in the "Ironwood News Record" on Saturday, Feb. 17, 1917):

Joseph Trudgeon died suddenly at his home on Mansfield Street Thursday morning (February 15, 1917) of heart failure.  Though he had not been in the best of health for some time, his condition was not considered serious and only a few minutes before he died, he carried water from a neighbor's house and had filled the stoves with fuel.  Mr. Trudgeon had been a resident of Ironwood since 1899, coming here from Charlevoix County, in the southern peninsula.  He was born in England in 1853, came to America in 1872 and worked in the coal mines of Pennsylvania.  In 1890 he removed to Michigan and nine years later to Ironwood.  He is survived by his widow and fourteen children.  Those who are residents of this city are James, William, Philip, Frank, Charles and Ernest.  Mrs. Simon Kent and Mrs. George H. Rowe, Park Street.  The other children are Joseph of Dallas, Texas, Fred of Hancock, Mrs. Chas. Thomas of Pontiac, Mich., and Henry of Kansas City, MO.  Besides the immediate family, he is survived by three brothers and one sister, one of the brothers being W. H. Trudgeon of this city.  The funeral will be held Tuesday afternoon from the First Methodist Church and interment at Riverside.  The family will have the sympathy of the community in the sad bereavement of their husband and father.From Capt. Peter Trudgian.

Notes for ALBERT JOHN TRUDGEON:

Albert was born a few days after his parents arrived in Pittsburgh from England.  When he was about nine months old, they returned to Gainsborough, England.  His next few siblings were born there. When he was nine years old, they returned to the U.S., to Boyne City, Michigan (about 1885).

Albert was the oldest of 15 children.  His mother died when he was about 16 years old.

The 1900 U.S. Michigan census reports Albert Trudgeon a servant of the Gregory family.

Albert and Ivy were married in 1901 in Michigan.

In about 1909, Albert and his family moved to Burlingame, Kansas on a rented farm.  They raised sugar cane and made it into syrup.  Ivy took it to town in gallon buckets to sell to the grocers (via horse and wagon).  They lived two years on Emily Place and then moved to Golden Place for one year.  They moved to McLain Place for one year and to Bratten Place for one year.

The 1910 U.S. Census finds Albert and Ivy living in Burlingame, Osage County, Kansas (ED #95, Sheet 3A).

In about 1915, Albert left the family at Bratten Place and went to Colorado and homesteaded 1/2 section of land.  He later returned for the family.  In Colorado, they homesteaded or bought the rights to a piece of land that included a dairy.  The Gregory's, Ivy's parents, also homesteaded a farm about 1 1/2 miles from the Trudgeons (it is believed they followed the Trudgeon family to Colorado).  

The Colorado property was a typical homestead.  The house, 1/2 underground, was made of sod.  It was all prairie; wide open range.  They had 60 head of cattle and a horse.  The family sold cream and butter and eggs to the grocery store in Granada, the nearest town (15 miles north of the farm).  They also raised watermelons and brown cane, which the kids harvested and bundled up to take to town to someone else to make brooms out of.  They also raised milo maize, a grain that grows like millet (feterita?), and Kafer corn.  The grain was thrashed, sacked, and taken to town.  There it was taken to the flour mill or sold for seed.

In the fall of 1915 there was a prairie fire.  The sons tried to help set the horses free.  Roy fell off his horse, and the handkerchief around his neck caught fire, and he suffered a burn that left a scar.  They lost their home and barn to the fire.  David Gregory went to the city to raise money for the damage caused by the fire, and helped pay for the rebuilding himself.  The Trudgeon family lived with the Gregories while the new house was built.  The Gregories later moved back to Michigan, selling their property in Colorado.

In season, Albert Trudgeon roomed in Bristol, four miles north of Granada.  There he worked in the alfalfa mill making meal for winter cattle food.  

In the 1920 U.S. Census, Albert and Ivy are residing in Prowers County, Colorado (Precinct 5), ED 184, sheet 11A.

Life was difficult for the Trudgeon family.  Unable to make a living in Colorado, they auctioned off everything on the homestead, including the buildings, and just left the property.  They followed the Gregories to Oregon.  In Oregon, Albert cut and sold wood.

Albert's Obituary:

"A. J. Trudgeon, of Hubbard, passed away at the Salem hospital Sunday, June 1, between 10 and 11 p.m., and was buried at Hubbard the following Tuesday at 2:30 p.m.  He had been a resident of Hubbard for two years.  He was nearly 66 (56) years old at the time of his death.  Mr. Trudgeon was born in Pennsylvania and grew up in Michigan.  He is survived by his widow and nine children, Guy Trudgeon of Coquille, Archie of Wichita, Kansas, Mrs. Helen Haven of Sherwood, Oregon, Mrs. Violet Thomas of Sunnyside, Washington, Rennel Trudgeon of Culver, Oregon, and Earl, Roy, Ruth and Pearl, all of Hubbard."

Wash. They served there four years. The Trudgeons came to the Northwest from Kansas.  They served eight years in a Wichita, Kans., pastorate with 3 1/2 years earlier having been spent at Sentley, Kans. Eulogy from funeral service:

Rev. Archie R. Trudgeon was born in Eveline, Michigan, Charlevoix County, July 27, 1903.  During the year of 1913, his father, Joseph (Albert) Trudgeon, looked west for wealth and health, and moved his family to Burlingame, Kansas.  The following year they decided to try their hands at homesteading and moved on to Granada, Colorado.  When Archie was 18 years of age, he went to work as a line cook for the railroad.  This became a testing ground in many ways for his faith, in preparation for what God had planned for his future.  After working several years for the railroad, he felt the need to return home and take charge of the care of his family while his mother was away (caring for her mother in Burlingame, Florida).

In 1925, Archie started working for Coleman Lamp Company in Wichita, Kansas.  It was during this time he met and married his wife of 42 years, Lillie L. Huffman.  They were married on the 30th of May, 1927.  

In 1936 they felt the call to the ministry and began their ministerial career at the church in Bentley, Kansas.  The church at West Side in Wichita, Kansas, needed a minister to prevent its closing so he was called and accepted by the Kansas State Minsters' Association. Per newspaper article in Ironwood Daily Globe on February 6th, 1926, James committed suicide by hanging himself.  The story concurrs with story told by Laura Tretheway Trudgeon:

"Trudgeon Ends Life by Hanging

Ironwood Barber, Evidently Despondent, Takes Own Life at Barber Shop

Despondency is believed to have driven James Trudgeon, 50 year old barber of Ironwood, to suicide in the rear of his barber shop on McLeod Avenue shortly after the supper hour last night.  Trudgeon committed suicide by hanging himself to a  water pipe in the rear of the furnace room.

The body was discovered by Mrs. Brown, tenant on the second floor of the shop, who saw a pair of feet protruding through a doorway when she went to attend the furnace.  She sent her young son for help and Sylvester Mueller, living next door, came and found the body of Trudgeon suspended from a water pipe by a rope.

Trudgeon evidently tied the noose around his neck, fastened the rope to the water pipe and then kicked the chair on which he was standing.  When he was found his feet were touching the floor.  Coroner J. B. Chappell was called and later the body was taken to the Nyberg and Kilponen funeral home.

The widow and two children, Leslie, 15 and James, 12, survive.  They lived at the family home, 320 Lake Street.

Mr. Trudgeon was born in Enlgand and came to this country when he was only a few years old.  He lived in Ironwood for the last 25 years, maintaining a barber shop here most of that period.  Five brothers and a sister are among the survivors.  They are Ernest and Fred, of Detroit; Charles, Frank and William, of Ironwood, and Mrs. Charles Thomas, or Pontiac.

Funeral arrangements had not been completed early this afternoon."

On the morning of Monday, 23 May, Hilton called his Computer Department staff into his office, sat them down and said "There's no way of softening the blow. I'm dying, I've got terminal cancer of the liver and the doctors give me two months to go. I have known for about three weeks and I have come to live with it."


He asked his staff to take over his functions from him in the next few weeks. They, naturally, were unable to say very much then, but they expressed their feelings in personal meetings with Hilton during the next few days.


Within a day, all of his colleagues in other departments have been informed. There had, in previous weeks, been guarded comments of concern over Hilton's colour and appearance, and so the conjunction of the words "bad news" and "Hilton" brought an immediate response.


It is characteristic of human affairs however, that evidence pointing to things that are not to be entertained is suppressed, and despite the degree of forewarning, the news brought shock as well as grief. Hilton gave two more lectures, he attended some committee' meetings, and came to lunch once or twice in the staff room. But he sensed that his colleagues found his calm, business as usual, demeanour something of an ordeal, and so after making a trip with Viola to visit his parents at Leeton, NSW, he stayed at home where he was pleased to see the friends who called. His illness soon manifested itself with rapidly increasing severity, and he died on 28 July.


Hilton was born in Cessnock, a mining town north of Newcastle, in 1927. His father was then a carpenter working in the coal mines. Hilton was educated at primary school at Cessnock and at Cessnock High School. In 1944, after getting his intermediate (school certificate) he went to Newcastle where he joined the NSW Railways as a trainee electrical operator, and after completing five years part time study at the Newcastle Technical College he gained the Electrical Higher Trades Certificate.


During this period he taught in the Sunday School and sang(bass) in the choir at Trinity Methodist Church in New Lambton, Newcastle. He married Viola Wilson in 1948, and they had four children; Tony, Gary, Sonya and Lewis.


In 1953 the Electricity Commission of NSW took over the generating plant and the associated personnel of the NSW Railways, and Hilton was appointed to various electrical operations positions at Maitland Power Station (1953), Burrinjuck 1954 and then Wangi Power Station in 1956. In 1957 he recommenced his studies and successfully completed his leaving certificate that year. From 1958 until 1961 he studied part time at Newcastle University College (then affiliated to the University of NSW), and he graduated in 1962 after majoring in mathematics and geography.


At the end of 1962 he applied for a position of Instructor in Mathematics at the Gordon Institute, and Harold Nicol, after expressing some curiousity as to why Hilton wished to change careers at the age of thirty five, and was willing to accept a drop in salary in order to do so, appointed him. He switched from mathematics to computing in 1968 and built up the present department from scratch. He was appointed Head of the Computer Department at the end of 1971 and Deputy Dean of the School of Applied Science early this year (1977).


Hilton had many particular qualities of character that make his untimely death especially sad. On the surface it seemed that he was gruff, perhaps even tough. The square jaw, the straight back, the firm deliberate tread, the athletic figure, the growling injunction of 'Listen, fella', all combined to make up a strong and rather formidable figure.


And it is true that on the squash court he played to win, and he used every trick in the book in order to do so. There were many times when he beat younger, fitter, and more skilful players by combining determination with gamesmanship of the most outrageous kind. But even in sport he combined this toughness with an innate kindliness. There are very few squash players who are prepared to spend a lot of time playing with people much less competent at the game than themselves. Hilton was such a one.


He was an entertaining raconteur with a considerable flair for phrase making, and an infectious laugh. His breadth of interests and his range of knowledge was various and wide. He was a perceptive observer of human nature, and at social functions, or at lunch in the staffroom, or at committee meeting, the application of an acute intelligence to a wide experience of life made him a pivotal figure in any discussion. Hilton had the attributes of the natural leader. His advice was sought, his discretion was taken for granted, and there was never any envy of him when he achieved success or advancement in his career. Hilton would have succeeded in almost any sphere of life. He was a shop steward in his early years in the Electricity Commission NSW and it is interesting to speculate what he would have done if he had taken up trade union affairs or gone into politics. It is certainly possible that he might have reached an eminent position in public life. However, the characteristic mark of the successful politician or public man in these times is a passionate and ostentatious concern for the welfare of the masses at large, and a cold indifference to the wellbeing of colleagues, associates and friends. Hilton had a diametrically opposed view. He would always do what he could to help those who claimed ties of friendship or duty, and the help that he gave was without stint, without calculation, was always discrete, and could always be accepted without embarrassment.


Apart from his work at the Gordon Institute of Technology (now of course, Deakin University), he had other interests and activities such as Rotary, church affiliations, and so on.


But there seems no doubt that work aside, his main concern and interest was with his family and its fortunes. And it is to Viola especially, to Hilton's parents, and to Tony, Garry, Sonya and Lewis that the deep sympathy of all of Hilton's friends and colleagues goes out at this sad time.

Reginald Trudgeon. 64. of 632 W. Pabst St.. died unexpectedly Sunday morning at the Holmberg cottage on Echo Lake, Mercer, where he was visiting.

He was born in Ironwood, Oct. 4 1897 and attended the local schools.  After graduation he was employed by the Oliver Mining Co. in 1915 to learn the machinist trade.  He enlisted in the Navy Nov. 23, 1917 and served on the troopship USS Northern Pacific.  During the war. he made 11 trips to Europe with the troops. The ship then went ashore at Fire Island and for six months was m dry dock.

After his discharge, he returned to the Oliver Mining Co. and became a machinist. On Sept. 25, 1925 he was married to the former Gladys Dunlop of Marquette, whowas a teacher in the Ironwood School System. In 1939 he went into business for himself, operating the Ironwood Grease Palace on E. Aurora Street.
